Packing lunchboxes during a fruit fly outbreak
There are fruit fly outbreaks in the metropolitan Adelaide areas of Glynde and Elizabeth East. Restrictions are in place on moving home-grown fruit and vegetables at risk of fruit fly.

For schools in red outbreak zone, insert: 
· If you live in a red outbreak zone, you can’t bring any restricted home-grown fruit and vegetables to school. 
· [bookmark: _Hlk218594556][bookmark: _Hlk218602163][bookmark: _Hlk114498189]If you live in a yellow suspension or green zone, you can bring home-grown fruit and vegetables to school but they must not be taken home. 
· [bookmark: _Hlk218594612]All fruit waste must be disposed of at school. <school to insert any relevant waste arrangements, eg location of dedicated fruit bins>.
· Check the fruit fly outbreak map to know which zone you live in.

For schools in a yellow suspension zone, insert: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk218594768]If you live in a red outbreak zone, you can’t bring any restricted home-grown fruit and vegetables to school. 
· If you live in a yellow suspension zone, you can bring home-grown fruit and vegetables to school. 
· [bookmark: _Hlk218594786]If you live in a green zone, home-grown fruit and vegetables can be brought to school but must not be taken home.

· Check the fruit fly outbreak map to know which zone you live in.

For schools in the green unaffected zone, insert: 
· If you live in a red outbreak or yellow suspension zone, you can’t bring restricted home-grown fruit and vegetables to school. 
· If you live in a green zone, you can bring home-grown fruit and vegetables to school and take anything uneaten back home.
· Check the fruit fly outbreak map to know which zone you live in.
Packing lunchboxes
· You can pack lunchboxes with fruit and vegetables purchased from retailers providing the lunchbox is sealed during transit.
· You can cook, puree, grate, freeze or dry any home-grown produce and then pack it in a lunchbox. 
· Sliced and mashed are not fruit fly safe preparation methods.
Find out which produce is at risk of fruit fly.

If you live in a fruit fly red outbreak zone, you can’t bring any home-grown restricted produce to school. Pack your lunchboxes with shop-bought fruit and vegetables (seal the lunchbox during transit) or if you’ve got home grown fruit and veg that’s at risk of fruit fly, cook, bake, puree, grate, freeze or dry it first. Check fruitfly.sa.gov.au for all the details of what’s allowed.
Photo suggestions: fruit smoothies, baked fruit goods, eg apple and banana cookies, lemon and blueberry muffins, stewed or preserved fruit, grated apple and yogurt, pureed fruit pots, dried apricots or figs.

Managing the risk of fruit fly at our school

To prevent the spread of fruit fly during the outbreak, there are temporary restrictions on moving home-grown fruit and vegetables at risk of fruit fly. 
· Check the fruit fly outbreak map to know what zone you live in and what the restrictions are.
· You can pack lunchboxes with shop-bought fruit and vegetables providing the lunchbox is sealed during transit.
· You can cook, bake puree, grate, freeze or dry any home-grown produce and then pack it in a lunchbox. 
· Dispose of fruit waste correctly at school. <Our waste management includes…>
· If you live in a red outbreak zone, you cannot bring any restricted home-grown fruit and vegetables to school.
· Sliced and mashed are not fruit fly safe preparation methods.
