[bookmark: _Hlk218593526]To help protect our community from fruit fly, there are restrictions on moving home-grown fruit and vegetables at risk of fruit fly around the Riverland.

For schools in red outbreak areas, insert: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk114498189]If you live in a red outbreak area, you can’t bring any restricted home-grown fruit and vegetables to school. 
· If you live in a yellow suspension or green area, you can bring home-grown fruit and vegetables to school but they must not be taken home. 
· All fruit waste must be disposed of at school. <school to insert any relevant waste arrangements, eg location of dedicated fruit bins>.
· Check the fruit fly outbreak map to know which area you live in.

For schools in yellow suspension areas, insert: 
· If you live in a red outbreak area, you can’t bring home-grown host fruit and vegetables to school. 
· If you live in a yellow suspension area, you can bring home-grown host fruit and vegetables to and from school. 
· If you live in a green area, home-grown fruit and vegetables can be brought to school but must not be taken home. 
· <school to insert any relevant waste arrangements such as where dedicated fruit bins are located>. 
· Check the fruit fly outbreak map to know which area you live in.

For schools in green unaffected areas, insert: 
· If you live in a red outbreak or yellow suspension area, you cannot bring restricted home-grown fruit and vegetables to school. 
· If you live in a green area, you can bring home-grown fruit and vegetables to school and take anything uneaten back home.

· You can pack lunchboxes with fruit and vegetables purchased from Riverland shops providing the lunchbox is sealed during transit.
· You can cook, bake, puree, grate, freeze or dry any home-grown produce and then pack it in a lunchbox. 
· Sliced and mashed are not fruit fly safe preparation methods.
Find out which produce is at risk of fruit fly.

Managing the risk of fruit fly at our school

· You can pack lunchboxes with fruit and vegetables purchased from Riverland shops providing the lunchbox is sealed during transit.
· You can cook, puree, bake grate, freeze or dry any home-grown produce and then pack it in a lunchbox
· Dispose of fruit waste correctly at school. <Our waste management includes…>.
· Sliced and mashed are not fruit fly safe preparation methods.
· Do not leave any fruit waste on the ground.
· If you live in a red outbreak area, you cannot bring any restricted home-grown fruit and vegetables to school.
